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Gather

Share the highs and lows of the week; what made us smile, upset, 
challenged or angry? 

• Where have you seen God at work this week? 

• Is there something from the Bible that resonates or feeds into any of 
these experiences? 

• Is there a hymn/song to reflect upon? 

Pray
Pray for each other at home, at work; for friends, for family.

You might like to pray this closing prayer together:

May the Spirit kindle in us the fire of God’s love.
