Eco Tips and Bible verses for church newsletters from All Saints’ Church, Faringdon

Please note that some of these points are specific to our town. Please feel free to use and amend as needed.

31 March 2024 Wisdom will save you from evil people, from those whose words are twisted. Proverbs 2: 11-12

Eco Tip - With 2023 being the hottest year on record, now is the time to re-think our use of the car. Plan now
for holidays which minimise dependence on a car.

28 April 2022 Let the wise also hear and gain in learning, and the discerning acquire skill. Proverbs 1:5
Eco Tip - Use reusable make up wipes that can go in the washing machine instead of disposable face wipes
which are harmful to the environment. Cut up old T shirts that can no longer be worn to use as wipes for
kitchen and bathroom surfaces or as dusters.

5 May 2024 My child, ... keep sound wisdom and prudence. Proverbs 3: 21
Eco Tip - Do not buy ‘eco’ products, or reduced items when you didn’t need the product in the first place!

12 May 2024 Anyone who listens to my teaching and follows it is wise, like a person who builds a house on solid

rock. Matthew 7: 24
Eco Tip - Worried about rising energy prices? Now is a good time to check your house loft insulation! The
recommended depth of blanket style insulation (glass or mineral wool) for a loft is now 250 to 270 mm.

Eco Tip - When buying groceries, try to look for the Fairtrade option. The Mustard Seed and the Coop are
especially good for this.

Eco Tip - Consider using bar soap, which lasts longer, is more environmentally friendly and is more
cost effective than liquid soap - which uses up to 20 times more packaging.

Eco Tip — Taste the benefits of seasonal and local food. Make plans to source locally grown foods
that you can add to your diet/ shopping list throughout the seasons.

Eco Tip — Flying on holiday this summer? Don’t forget to offset your carbon footprint (see
www.climatestewards.org).
